Storage - 
NAVCO valves should be stored in a clean dry 
location away from direct sunlight and temperature 
extremes. 
 
Installation - 
NAVCO butterfly valves are non-directional with 
identical flow from either face.  Designed for 
installation between ANSI B-16.5 flanges, wafer 
bodies are provided with locating lugs to center the 
valves on the flange faces.  Lug bodies have tapped 
lugs that coincide with the flange bolt holes.   
 
Installation is quick and easy.  Close the valve, 
insert between flanges and make up with studs and 
nuts (wafer valves) or capscrews (lug valves).  Put 
all studs or capscrews in place before tightening; 
then tighten equally in a criss-cross pattern. 
 
Separate flange gaskets are not required.  The 
rubber seat protrudes beyond the face of the valve 
body forming an integral flange seal.  
 
Operation - 
Butterfly valves should never be operated without a 
handle or other means of restraining the disc.  Flow 
through a valve tends to slam the disc shut if not 
restrained. 
 
Handle operated valves have flatted shafts which 
align with the valve disc. Gear operated valves have 
a single square key.  When the flats or key are in 
line with the pipe, the valve is open.  When 
perpendicular, the valve is shut. 
 
Maintenance - 
No scheduled maintenance is required on NAVCO 
butterfly valves.
